SAN FRANCISCO (AP} The American Civit Liberties Union sued the Bl and other government agencies
Tuesday on behalf of two peace activists detained at an airport because their names popped up on a
secret “"no-fiy" list,

The women were among 338 travelers briefly detained and questioned at San Francisco International
Airport during the past two years after their names were found in the database, the ACLU said, citing
govemment documents. Those travelers ultimately were allowed to continue on their journeys.
“Thousands of passengers are likely being subjected to the same sort of treatment a airports across the
country,” said Jayashri Srikantiah, an ACLU attarney.

The database was created after the Sept. 11 terrorist attacks as a way to prevent potential lerronsts from
boarding planes. The Transportation Securily Administration gets names from law enforcement officials
and gives the lists to airlines to screen passengers.

The ACLU is asking 2 federal judge to demand that the TSA, FBI or the Justice Department disclose who
is on the list, how they got on it and how thay can get off it.

The plaintiffs, Rebecca Gordon and Janet Adams, publish the San Francisco-based War Times. They
were stopped in August while checking in for a flight to Boston.

"It was very distressing,” Gordon said. The two invoked the Freedom of Information Act to demand that
authorities reveat why they were stopped. The TSA did not respond to their request and the FBI said no
files on the two existed, the ACLU said.

An FBI spokesman on Tuesday referred inquiries ta the TSA. TSA spokesman Niko Melendez said those
on the no-fly list pase, or are suspected of posing, a threat to civil aviation and national security. He added
that the agency does ""not confitm the presence of a particular name of an individual on a list.”

public cannot evaluate the government's decision to use such lists.” Since the at¢acks on Sept. 11, 2001,
the FBI. and federal transportation officials have generated secret lists of people suspected of having
terrorist ties who should be stopped and questioned if they try to board an zirpiane.

Law enforcement officials say the policy is a necessary safeguard to prevent the (ype of security lapses
that allowed two of the Sept. 11 hijackers to board a plane even though fntelligence officials had reason to
suspect they were terrorists. But the so-called no-fly lists have generated criticism. Many people have
been mistakenly stopped, while others assert they were on the list in part because of their strong liberal
politics. In a weli-publicized incident last year, some two dozen members of a group called Peace Action
of Wisconsin, including a priest, a nun and bigh school and ceflege students, were detained in Milwaukee

7) Douy Stuber, an official with the Green Party of Marth Carolina, claims that ha was traveling
through Raleigh on October 2002 and got into a dispute with someone in securlty afler making a
comment about George Bush He claims that 3 Secrel Service agent who later questioned him was
holding a binder that listed a number of activist organizations, including Amnesty Intemational,
Greenpeace and Earthfirst. He allcges that he was fuestioned about Green Party poiitical activities,
his famity and friends. He claims he's been barred from boarding other flighis. If he really is on @ No
Hy or Selectee list, { wander if he was flagged anly after this confrontation with security.

8) Nancy Oden, Green Panty of Maine, claims ahc was told she was "on a list” whon she flew from
Bangar to Chicago recently. However, airport officials clairmed she was barred from boarding 2 Right
because she was uncooperative with security. Ms. Oden says she was told by an American Airlines
agent that aven if she hardn't attracted attention when securily officials looked through her luggage,

"You wara golng tu be searched no mattar whal. Your name was chacked on the fist.” Undlcar if she
wae later afiowent to fly,

9} John Dear, a priest and member of a Catholic peace group called Pax Chriati, claims ha's been
taken aside since 911 and repeatedly searched at airports. He says a gate agent for Southwaest
Awlines ance stopped him after loaking at his boarding pass at the San Jose Airport, as he attempted
to board a Aight to Los Angeles, and told him, “You can't be here. You have to ba searched ™ it
